· Land Use Applications – There were 8 applications compared to 4 in 2012.
· Pre-Submittal Applications – There were 3 applications compared to 6 in 2012.

· Planning and Zoning Commission – There were 0 projects heard compared to 2 in 2012.
· Fence Permits – There was 1 application compared to 4 in 2012. Average number of days to approve was 3 business days.
· Sign Permits – There were 8 applications compared to 11 in 2012. Average number of days to approve was 6 business days.
· Right-of-Way Permits – As of February, ROW permitting is no longer being tracked by CD.
· Public Improvement Agreements – There were 2 PIA’s submitted compared to 0 in 2012.
· Construction Drawings – There were 0 CD applications compared to 0 in 2012.
· Infrastructure Inspections – There were 39 individual projects/sites inspected this month. City staff spent a total of 68 hours performing these inspections compared to 74 hours in 2012.
· Legal Fees – There was $4,350 in revenue collected in 2013 compared to $600 in 2012.
· CMRS Permits – There were 0 permits issued compared to 0 in 2012.
· Other Fees – There was $3925 in revenue collected in 2013 (for developer contributions) compared to $0 in 2012. 
· Visitors – There were 9 visitors in the month of February; an average of 0.32 per work day. 
· Customer Surveys – Planning & Engineering sent 21 surveys in February and received 4            results. Overall responses have been positive.

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Total Revenue – February monthly revenue was $37,760 compared to $40,645 in 2012.  YTD $121,507 in revenue has been collected, which is 186% above the 2013 projected budget of $62,950. Permits for Bus Bench and Shelter are now part of the Land Use Fund. We collected $5,000 for February and collected $10,000 year to date; this is not included in the total since it has a different budget line item.

Total Revenue

In February, the total revenue received was $37,760. YTD the Planning & Engineering revenues of $121,507 are roughly 186% of the projected 2013 YTD budget of $62,950. 
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· Land Use Applications – YTD $81,062 in revenue has been collected, which is above the 2013 projected budget of $34,000.
· Fence Permits – YTD $56 in revenue has been collected, which is below the 2013 projected budget of $6,000.            
· Sign Permits – YTD $5,024 in revenue has been collected, which is below the 2013 projected budget of $10,000.      
·  Right-of-Way Permits – YTD $590 in revenue has been collected, which is above the 2013 projected budget of $250.  
· Public Improvement Agreements – YTD $4,800 in revenue has been collected, which is above the 2013 projected budget of $1,000.         
· Construction Drawings – YTD $8,400 in revenue has been collected, which is above the 2013 projected budget of $3,000.               
· Infrastructure Inspection – YTD $1,800 in revenue has been collected, which is above the 2013 projected budget of $1,500.  
· Legal Fees – YTD $15,850 in revenue has been collected, which is above the 2013 projected budget of $5,000.               
· CMRS Fees – YTD $0 has been collected, which is below the 2013 projected budget of $1,200.      
· Other Fees – YTD $3925 has been collected, which is above with the 2013 projected budget of $0. This amount includes developer contributions, miscellaneous fees and revenue including Engineering hours from the Open Space Fund.

Fence Permits

In February, the City received 1 fence permit applications with monthly revenue of $36. YTD, fence permit application activity is lower than the previous year and YTD revenue is also lower. YTD applications for 2013 are 2 compared to 18 for 2012. YTD revenues for 2013 are $56 compared to $5,069 for 2012. There were 0 fence permits (or 0% of permits issued in the month) through Rapid Review Thursdays (RRT) in February, and average permit wait/processing time for RRT in February was 0 minutes. YTD average wait/processing time is 3 minutes for RRT.

In February, the City received 8 sign permit applications with monthly revenue of $2,827.  YTD sign permit application activity is the same as the previous year while YTD revenues are lower. YTD applications for 2013 are 23 compared to 23 issued for 2012. YTD revenues for 2013 are $5,024 compared to $7,373 for 2012.  There were 3 sign permits issued through Rapid Review Thursday (RRT) in February (or 38% of permits issued in the month), with an average wait/processing time of 18 minutes for February. YTD average permit wait/processing time is 13 minutes for RRT.
