Activity

Land Use Applications — There were 2 applications compared to 7 in 2009.

Pre-Submittal Applications — There were 6 applications compared to 0 in 2009.

City Council — City Council heard 2 land development projects compared to 2 in 2009.

Planning and Zoning Commission — There were 2 projects heard compared to 2 in 2009.

Board of Adjustment — There were no variance requests heard compared to 0 in 2009.

Fence Permits — There were a total of 22 applications compared to 9 in 2009. Average number of
days to approve was 2.1 business days.

Sign Permits — There were a total of 15 applications compared to 14 in 2009. Average number of
days to approve was 6.2 business days.

Right-of-Way Permits — There were 4 permits issued compared to 2 in 2009.

Subdivision Improvement Agreements — There were no SIA’s submitted compared to 1 in 2009.
Construction Drawings — There were 2 CD applications compared to 2 in 2009.

Infrastructure Inspection — There were 16 individual projects/sites inspected this month. City staff
spent a total of 75 hours performing these inspections compared to 110 hours in 2009.

CMRS Permits — There was 1 permit issued compared to 0 in 2009.

Other Fees — There was $8,328 in revenue collected in 2010 and 0 in 2009.

Visitors — There were 93 visitors; an average of 4.4 per work day.

Customer Surveys — Surveys were received from Code Enforcement, Building and P&D clients.
Overall the feedback has been positive. Staff will continue to make improvements based upon
suggestions.

Revenue

Total revenue — July monthly revenue was $36,535 compared to $44,278 in 2009. YTD $200,336 in

revenue has been collected, which is 51% of the 2010 projected budget of $394,312. We anticipated
$130,593 in The Freedom Grant and EECBG Stimulus Grant that will come in later this year. Factoring
out the grant we are at 76% of budget.

P & E Special Projects

Breakfast with P&D — July’s Breakfast with Planning and Development was held at the South
Chamber of Commerce building at University and Arapahoe. Topics included the 2009
International Code Adoption and the Transportation Master Plan. Approximately 15 people were in
attendance. The August session will be on the east side of town and is planned for August 19"
EECBG Grant/Paperless Review — In July, several systems were purchased to test software and
technology. In August, the rest of the workstations will be ordered and procedures will be
developed for customers to submit digital plan sets.

Bus Bench Grant — The bid packets for concrete work are currently being drafted and will be
combined with the bid for the in-fill sidewalk projects. Bid for the work will take place in September.
Ordering the benches along with the environmental clearance should take place in October or
November.
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Revenue

In July, the total revenue received was $36,535. YTD the Planning & Engineering revenues of
$200,336 are roughly 51% of the projected 2010 YTD budget of $394,312.

Actual vs Budget
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April/May revenues were projected to be higher based on the City receiving The Freedom Grant for
Bus Bench and EECBG Stimulus Grant for Paperless Review of $65,296 each month or $130,593.

e Land Use Applications — YTD $55,845 in revenue has been collected, which is below the 2010
projected budget of $115,400.

e Fence Permits — YTD $13,884 in revenue has been collected, which is above the 2010 projected
budget of $8,900.

e Sign Permits — YTD $40,324 in revenue has been collected, which is above the 2010 projected
budget of $38,100

e Right-of-Way Permits — YTD $10,458 in revenue has been collected, which is above the 2010
projected budget of $10,400.

e Subdivision Improvement Agreements — YTD $4,000 in revenue has been collected, which is
below the 2010 projected budget of $6,000.

e Construction Drawings — YTD $15,500 in revenue has been collected, which is above the 2010
projected budget of $12,000

e Infrastructure Inspection — YTD $11,547 in revenue has been collected, which is above the 2010
projected budget of $1,750. $6047 of the $11,547 is associated with IKEA.

e Legal Fees — YTD $16,176 in revenue has been collected, which is below the 2010 projected
budget of $21,000.

e CMRS Fees — YTD $11,250 has been collected, which is above the 2010 projected budget of
$8,169.

e Other Fees — YTD $10,685 has been collected, which is below the 2010 projected budget of
$42,000. This budget amount includes all miscellaneous fees and revenue including Engineering
hours from Open Space. We have received 0 from the Freedom Grant and the budget YTD is
$130,593. These monies will be coming in later this year.

e City & County Use Tax — YTD $10,667 has been collected in City, County and Supplemental Use
Tax. We began separating this tax from the total permit fees in April of 2010.
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Land Use Applications

In July, the City received 2 land use applications with $5,694 in monthly revenue. This revenue includes
a Zoning Verification Letter and Street Name Change. YTD land use application activity is lower than
the previous year and YTD revenues are lower. YTD applications for 2010 are 17 compared to 38 in
2009. YTD revenues for 2010 are $55,845 compared to $93,144 for 2009.
