ORDINANCE NO. 2021-O-22
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CENTENNIAL, COLORADO APPROVING THE STREETS AT SOUTHGLENN MASTER DEVELOPMENT PLAN, EIGHTH AMENDMENT (PUD-21-00004)
WHEREAS, a Master Development Plan (“MDP”) was approved by the City Council on June 5, 2006, pursuant to Ordinance No. 2006-O-09, and the MDP governs the use and development of property located south of East Arapahoe Rd., west of South University Boulevard, north of East Easter Avenue, and east of South Race Street, consisting of 72.15 acres more or less, which property (the “Property”) is legally described within the City of Centennial, County of Arapahoe, State of Colorado as:

· Lots 5, 6, 8 & 13, Block 1, Streets at SouthGlenn Filing No. 1

· Lots 2 & 3, Block 1 & Tracts C, Streets at SouthGlenn Filing No. 2

· Lot 1, Block 1, Streets at SouthGlenn Filing No. 3

· Lots 2, 6 & 8, Block 1, Streets at SouthGlenn Filing No. 4

· Lots 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, Block 1 & Tract A, Streets at SouthGlenn Filing No. 5

· Lots 1 & 2, Block 1 & Tract C, Streets at SouthGlenn Filing No. 6

· Lots 1 & 2, Block 1, Streets at SouthGlenn Filing No. 7; and 
WHEREAS, the Property is currently zoned in accordance with the Land Development Code (“LDC”) as Planned Unit Development (“PUD”) and is governed by the Master Development Plan (the “MDP”) and a Master Development Agreement (the “MDA”); and 
WHEREAS, following its original approval, the MDP and MDA has subsequently been amended numerous times to address various modifications of the development; and 

WHEREAS, Farnsworth Group (the “Applicant”) on behalf of Alberta Development Partners, LLC and Northwood Investors (the “Owner-Developers”) submitted to the City of Centennial for approval the “Streets at SouthGlenn Master Development Plan – 8th Amendment,” Case No. PUD-21-00002 (the “Eighth Amendment”), which Eighth Amendment seeks to amend the Streets at Southglenn MDP to allow for the following:

1. Increase the number of allowable residential dwelling units from 350 to 1,125;

2. Reduce the minimum required leasable retail floor area from 909,815 to 621,000 square feet;

3. Increase the maximum permitted building height of the South Redevelopment Area (the “Sears Parcel”) from 50 feet to 75 feet;

4. Increase the maximum permitted building height of the North Redevelopment Area (the “Macy’s Parcel”) from 50 feet to 75 feet;

5. Modify the Master Sign Plan to assign a character district to future redevelopment in the South and North Redevelopment Areas;

6. Rezone the 1.3 acre parcel at the northeast corner of E. Easter Ave. and S. Race St. to the MDP (2001 E. Easter Ave.); 

7. Increase building setbacks within the South Redevelopment Area along S. Race St. and E. Easter Ave.;

8. Require a minimum 25,000 square foot public open space within the South Redevelopment Area to be provided prior to final occupancy of the first residential building; and  

9. Provide technical language clean up in the MDP.
WHEREAS, the City of Centennial Planning and Zoning Commission considered the zoning proposal at a duly noticed public hearing conducted on November 9 and 10, 2021, and forwarded its recommendation to the City Council; and

WHEREAS, public notice was properly given of the proposed zoning of the Property by publication in The Centennial Citizen, a newspaper of general circulation within the City of Centennial, by posting of notice upon the Property, and by mailing notification to adjacent property owners in accordance with the applicable provisions of the LDC; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the LDC, a public hearing was held before the City Council at which time evidence and testimony were presented to the City Council concerning said zoning proposal; and

WHEREAS, the administrative record for this case includes, but is not limited to, the LDC, the City of Centennial Comprehensive Plan, SouthGlenn Sub-Area Plan, Community Participation Reports, and all other applicable ordinances, resolutions and regulations, together with all City of Centennial land use application processing policies that relate to the subject matter of the public hearing, reports, studies and all other submittals of the Applicant, the Owner, or the Applicant’s or Owner’s designated representative(s), as applicable, any evidence or correspondence submitted by members of the public at the public hearing, and the staff files and reports of the Community Development Department pertaining to the Master Development Plan; and
WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that the approval of the Eighth Amendment meets the major amendment criteria set forth in Section 2.3 of the MDA and approval furthers the public health, safety, convenience and welfare of the community; and

WHEREAS, approval of this Ordinance on First Reading is intended only to confirm that the City Council desires to comply with state law and the LDC by setting a public hearing in order to provide the Owner and the public an opportunity to present testimony and evidence regarding the Eighth Amendment to the MDP.  Approval of this Ordinance on First Reading does not constitute a representation that the City Council, or any member of the City Council, supports, approves, rejects, or denies the proposed Eighth Amendment. 
NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CENTENNIAL, COLORADO, ORDAINS:


Section 1.
Recitals Incorporated.  The recitals contained above are incorporated herein by reference and are adopted as findings and determinations of the City Council.

Section 2.
Eighth Amendment Approved.  The City Council hereby approves the Streets at SouthGlenn Master Development Plan Amendment No. 8, Case No. PUD-21-00004, subject to the conditions set forth below. 

Section 3.
Conditions of Eighth Amendment Approval.  Approval of the Eighth Amendment shall be and is subject to the following conditions of approval: (a) the Owner shall resolve and correct any technical issues as directed by City Staff prior to recordation of the Eighth Amendment and (b) the Owner shall pay all fees and costs incurred by the City and its consultants in review and processing of the application prior to recordation of the Eighth Amendment. Upon the Owner’s satisfaction of the conditions set forth above, the Mayor shall be authorized to sign the Eighth Amendment and the Eighth Amendment shall be recorded in the real property records of Arapahoe County, Colorado
Section 4.
Severability.  Should any one or more sections or provisions of this Ordinance be judicially determined invalid or unenforceable, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this Ordinance, the intention being that the various sections and provisions are severable.

Section 5.
Repeal.  Any and all ordinances or codes or parts thereof in conflict or inconsistent herewith are, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency, hereby repealed; provided, however, that the repeal of any such ordinance or code or part thereof shall not revive any other section or part of any ordinance or code heretofore repealed or superseded and this repeal shall not affect or prevent the prosecution or punishment of any person for any act done or committed in violation of any ordinance hereby repealed prior to the effective date of this Ordinance.

Section 6.
Effective Date.  Except as otherwise expressly provided herein, the provisions of this Ordinance shall become effective thirty (30) days after publication following final passage.
