Do you know which flower was made the official flower of the State of Colorado on April 4,
18997




The bird which was named as the state bird of Colorado migrate into the state each April and fly
south in the fall. The female birds are a grey-brown color throughout the year. Interestingly, the
male birds are black with white wing markings during the summer and look more like the
females in the winter.

Can you guess the name of the state bird?
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The State of Colorado officially adopted a state animal on May 1, 1961. This animal is found
only in the Rocky Mountains, usually above timberline in rugged mountainous areas.

Can you name the state animal?
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On April 17, 1996 the State of Colorado adopted a state insect that can typically be found on
both sides of the Continental Divide at elevations of 6,500 to 7,500 feet in its usual habitat of
scrub oak.

The state tree is known for its stately, majestic, symmetrical form and its beautiful silver-blue
color. Interestingly, Colorado school children voted on Arbor Day in 1892 to select this as the
state tree; however, it was not until 1939 that this tree was officially designated as the state tree.
